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RCDHU Update: COVID-19 Community Outbreak Among Two Local Municipalities 

Today, Renfrew County and District Health Unit (RCDHU) is confirming that no additional 

positive tests among students, staff, or close contacts at Madawaska Valley District High 

School (MVDHS) were received. 

 

Upon further investigation, RCDHU confirms that not all of the students who tested positive from 

MVDHS attended the social gathering outside of the school day related to the community 

outbreak across two municipalities: Township of Madawaska Valley and the Township of 

Brudenell, Lyndoch, Raglan. 

 

Dr. Robert Cushman, Acting Medical Officer of Health, and the staff at RCDHU want to thank 

the MVDHS community, students, staff, and their families, for their patience and cooperation.  

Additionally, “We must all remember to be COVID-kind. This means showing empathy with 

those affected, checking in regularly with neighbours, family members and friends, as well as 

individuals who have been directly impacted, avoiding the spread of rumours, and being 

supportive of one another,” states Dr. Cushman.  

Everyone should take time to think about what they say to people, whether on the phone, in-

person, through chat platforms or by commenting on a social media post. Often, problems 

arise when the technology that is supposed to bring people together is used negatively, 

pushing people to feel alone, embarrassed, or ashamed. For more information and resources 

about bullying and how parents, teens, and others, can support each other, visit: PrevNet.
